UNITED METHODIST CHURCH OPENS NEW HORIZONS THROUGH MISSION SCHOOL. 

THE STORY OF NYAMACHENI MISSION SCHOOL 

Evangelism in the African context can be summarized by noting that “Parents follow the children.”  The United Methodist Church has entered a new area of Gokwe using a Mission School as the entry point.  The story of this new field of Mission is worth noting. 

  
Zimbabwe Episcopal Area has built and operated several Mission Schools, Hospitals. Orphanages, Churches, a Teacher's College, Nursing Schools, University and other community facilities in both rural and urban areas.   Pastor Oswell Kaseke, Gokwe Nyamacheni Board Chairperson affirmed the mission work at the Mission witnessing the establishment of the following. 

  
        A Sanctuary with a carrying capacity of about 800 people. 

        A grinding mill to assist with educational need of orphans in the area. 

        An Orphan Trust  with 41 registered orphans enrolled at the Secondary comprising 18 males and 23 females. 

        One block with two classes is under construction. 

  
Gokwe Nyamacheni Mission lies in region 4 which naturally has very little rainfall.  The Mission School is located 410km South West of Harare, 60km North of Gokwe Centre, in Chief Njelele area in Headmanship of Chisina, ward 33 of Gokwe South Rural District Council in the midlands Province of Zimbabwe. 

 
The Secondary School with an enrollment of 206 students from Form 1 to Form 4 started January 7, 2006.  It operates as a Satellite of Chisina Secondary which is 15km away.  One classroom block and one Staff house has been built.  Zimbabwe West Men (MUMC) – (Harare Central District Vabvuwi) is doing great mission work with regards to the structures which includes buildings, uniforms, stationery etc. 

  
The progress and rapid development of the Mission School is being retarded by the lack of adequate water provision.  This makes the mission school vulnerable to water borne diseases due to lack of proper sanitary facilities. 

206 students share a one six hole Blair toilet whilst the teaching staff has a single two hole toilet.  More infrastructures are needed for it to be registered as a centre for public examination.  
  
The collapse of efficient public transport has made such area Gokwe Nyamacheni inaccessible. 

  
The local community is providing bricks , riversand, pitsand and labour as the need for more assistance is highly expected for the construction of staff houses (5+) water boreholes, an ablution block with two compartments and classroom blocks.
